ÅWhile most private sector entities have adopted

and implementedAccrual Basis of Accounting, a number

of public sector entities are still accounting under the Cash

Basis.

ÅHowever, some public sector entities have of recent joined

the migration to Accrual Basisof accounting.



Introduction (contôd)

ÅThis is further pronounced with the International
Public Sector
Accounting Standardsô(IPSAS) inclination towards
adoption of the IPSAS Accrual Basis by
countriesand entities implementing the standards.

ÅConsequently, the adoption of Accrual
Accounting under the IPSAS regime, has become
paramount for Nigeria as we journey towards the
full Implementation of IPSAS.

ÅEnhance Public, Private and Partnership arrangements with both running

similar set of accounting standard IFRS & IPSAS.

ÅGreater transparency and accountability comprehensive inventory of assets

and liabilities and performance assessment are main benefit .

ÅTherefore, this leads to better reporting which provides information for

better decision-making and in turn should lead to better use of public

resources .



At the meeting of 28thJuly, 2010 the Federal Executive Council (FEC)

approved that Nigeria should adopt the provision of the IFRS and IPSAS for

both private and public sector respectively . The Federation Accounts

Allocation Committee (FAAC) has started sanitization through his sub-

committee in the three tiers of Government .

For the implementation of IPSAS therefore, in October, 2014, the

Accountant -General of the Federation issued the circular Ref. No . TRY/A 5&

B5/2014 dated 23rd October, 2014 captioned òSuccessfulImplementation of

international Public Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS) Accrual Basis in

Nigeria by 2016ó. Each tiers of Government were informed to set up

implementation committee for the implementation of the IPSAS and

Officers listed to be part of the committee include ;
